From the Desk of Dr. Shekleton

By the time that you read this article we will have had over three weeks of extended
days completed. | wish to thank parents, students, and staff members for making the
sacriyces to make the extended days work. | know that it has been a little trying for
some, but I appreciate everyone’s effort to make this action successful. Our last day of
school is scheduled for June 3, 2010, pending no more inclement weather days, with a
12:40 dismissal at the elementary and 12:50 dismissal at the MS/HS building. As a result
of recounting, the calendar that was created last spring had included an extra day in the
count and we are reviewing the use of Parent/Teacher time as it relates to the total number
of school days. It may be possible that we could reduce the number of days of extended
classes if our calculations are correct. | will update everyone on the webpage and in the
next newsletter. It is nice to have spring-like days on the near horizon.

I would like to congratulate Mr. Phillips on writing a successful Harkin Fire Grant for the
District in the amount of $25,000.00. Senator Tom Harkin announced that $5.3 Million

for 58 School Modernization Projects Across lowa would be funded. The District was
notiyed late last week that we would be receiving the funds to upgrade several yre safety
related items at both the elementary and secondary buildings. When we determine the exact
projects to be completed, we will inform the school community. You may view the total

=1&mailing_linkid=10626 . Again, thanks to Mr. Phillips. Unfortunately, the District did
not win the “Calling All Communities” contest sponsored by US Cellular. | want to thank
all school community members for making this an exciting project and for the extra time

it took to go pick-up cards and voting for Cardinal. Special thanks to Mrs. Fetter and Mrs.
Greiner for all the work that they have done. You may see the list of ten winning schools by
going to - uscmktg@uscellular.rsysl.com .

This year we have had one teacher take the “Early Retirement” package offered by the
District. Mr. Michael Nuss will be retiring at the end of the current school year after serving
the District for 27 years, he also taught 3 years at Titonka Consolidated. According to Mr.
Nuss, his greatest highlights have been seeing students grow musically, academically, and
socially. Music trips were exciting and the trip to New York City and seeing the play Les
Misérables was tremendous. Mr. Nuss, thanks for your efforts and for all that you have
done for our students. We are still working with Van Buren and Pekin school district to
continue sharing opportunities. Some of the sharing of staff will change this year because
of needs of the three districts. | have been in contact with the Sigourney district to see if
they could help us out with any of the needs we have with certiyed staff for the upcoming
year. We will be bringing the budget to the Board for approval in early April. If you have
questions about the budget please contact me.

We have been in contact with Alliant Energy concerning the lighting in the buildings.
Alliant is offering a program to school districts that has an outside contractor come into our
buildings and install energy efycient yxtures (if needed), bulbs, ballasts, switches, photo-
eye switches, LED safety lights, and other cost saving items. The District will not have to
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pay for any of these changes ahead of time. Alliant will front the costs for these savings
items and no out of pocket costs for the District. The District will continue to pay our
same amount for our electrical bill and as more energy efycient items are installed our bill
will decrease. The savings from the bill will be how Alliant will be repaid. The repayment
period will take 5 to 7 years or less. This appears to be a tremendous savings for the
District, plus it will provide better lighting for our students.

The District did not have an Advisory Committee meeting since February 1st because of
inclement weather and the Winter Athletic Banquet. We will continue working on revising
the mission and vision statements for the District.

As a follow-up from the last newsletter thanks to all of you that have obeyed the stop arms
that have been extended by the busses. At the MS/HS parking area, | have noticed that
people who are dropping off students should use the aisle way between the parked cars
(father south lot) rather than the main driveway. This change in trafyc pow would create
less hassle for drivers and for the busses.

Staff have been very busy working on both the lowa Core Curriculum and making plans to
revise curriculum so we can raise test scores and be removed from the PLAS (Persistently
Low Achieving School) list. Great Prairie AEA (GPAEA) will assist our District in raising
test scores by paying for two staff members to go to a workshop in Chicago in early May
on accountability in schools. This workshop stresses that schools can have all students
score at the 90 percentile on standardized assessment. The belief is that schools that have
a high minority rate or a large number of student on the free or reduced lunch program can
still score well on standardized test if there is a strong focus on achievement. This program
was started in Milwaukee over yfteen years ago and has shown a great deal of success if
we follow the process given to staff at the workshops. We want our students to be ready
for the workforce with the use of technology and being able to read and comprehend

the expectations of the job. In addition, as a part of the E2T2 grant, GPAEA is giving to
Cardinal MS and nine other districts in the AEA an interactive whiteboard, LCD monitor,
a classroom set of handheld voting devices, two Kindles (electronic books), a laptop with
webcam, a pip video camera, and two iPods. The equipment is to be used by staff that teach
Second Chance Reading (SCR). Reading scores have not been meeting expectations in
most middle schools in GPAEA. SCR staff will go through training to use the equipment
this summer. We are waiting for the ITED/ITBS test results to come back. We are hoping
that we will see an increase in those test score.

Prom Tickets

All juniors and seniors in good standing academically, behaviorally, and attendance-wise are eligible for prom. They must sign up and
get a ticket in the ofyce to be admitted to prom. Freshman, sophomores and dates from other schools must complete the prom guest
registration form and be approved by Mrs. Swanson or Mr. Campbell prior to receiving a prom ticket. The tickets must be presented to
the prom chaperones prior to entering the dance.

Prom Guest Guidelines

You may bring a student from another school, a person under 20 years of age, or a CHS freshman or sophomore. The guest registration
form must be completed and approved by Mrs. Swanson or Mr. Campbell.

Prom Attire
Boys must wear a suit, dress pants and a coat and tie, or a tuxedo appropriate for a formal occasion.

Girls must wear a formal or semi-formal dress. No dress, which is too low cut in the chest, back and side areas, and exposes the waist
or midriff, will be acceptable. Exceptions may be made for the 2008 prom due to late notiycation, but attire that is too revealing will
not be allowed. It is a formal school dance.

Tennis shoes or Flip Flops are not considered formal dress and may not be worn. Following Grand March, more comfortable shoes
may be worn. No hats or head gear will be allowed.

Chaperones and administration will have the ynal say on the appropriateness of your attire. If you are in doubt as to whether an item of
clothing will be allowed, do not wear it. This isa FORMAL EVENT. If you have any questions give Mrs. Swanson or Mr. Campbell a

Valet Parking

All students attending the prom will use valet parking at the south end of the high school in the front of the building. Students should
arrive for the Grand March by 7:30 p.m. All students who plan on attending the prom need to arrive for the event by 8:30 p.m. No one
will be allowed to enter after 8:30 p.m. unless prior arrangements have been made with the administration.

Grand March Guidelines

All students participating in the Grand March need to be here by 7:30 p.m. Those attending will be issued a number for their order in
the march. At approximately 7:40 p.m., the Grand March will start. Prom Court will be introduced last in the procession. Coronation
will immediately follow the Grand March.

Admission to Grand March

Each junior and senior will be given four (4) tickets to give to family members for admission to the Grand March. All other people
must pay $1.00 for admission to the Grand March. All proceeds will go to the junior class.

Spectator Guidelines for the Grand March

All juniors and seniors will be given four (4) tickets to the event for their family members and friends. Anyone who does not have

a ticket can purchase a ticket at the door for $1.00. Visitors for the Grand March must park in the back parking lot west of the
gymnasium. Visitors will be seated from 7:00 p.m. until 7:30 p.m. No one will be allowed to enter after the Grand March begins.
Spectators are asked to leave immediately following the announcement of the King and Queen. Please remember, that this is a formal
event and your assistance in making this a positive memory for our students is greatly appreciated.

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From the Central Ofyce: How to Address Your Concerns

The following information outline the proper steps to take when you have a concern. No
matter what the problem is, take your concern there yrst. Whether in the classroom, on
the bus, or on the practice yeld, the quickest and easiest solution is usually found with the
staff member most directly involved. For more information, please contact the Central
Ofyce at (641) 652-7531, ext 201.

Steps to take when you have a concern
within the Cardinal School System

Step #1

Take your concern to the person closest to the problem.

No matter what the problem is, take your concern there yrst. Whether in the classroom,
on the bus, or on the practice yeld, the quickest and easiest solution is usually found with
the staff member most directly involved.

It’s best if you take time to talk with the school personnel regularly, before problems are
encountered. Know who your children’s teachers are and how they can be contacted. Tell
them when things are going well and communicate any concerns you have quickly and
openly.

If you call for an appointment to see your child’s teachers, why not let them know in
advance the general nature of your concern? This gives them the opportunity to ask other
staff members for information that might relate to your problem or concern. If a personal
visit isn’t possible, why not call to state the problem, and during the conversation, offer
to call back at a time you both can discuss the situation more in detail.

The concern you or your child faces may be the result of an oversight or a
misunderstanding that can easily be corrected once brought to the attention of the staff
member most directly involved.

Give them a chance to tackle the problem yrst.

Step #2

Present your concern to the next level.

The principal at each building is responsible for supervision of staff within that particular
building. The director of transportation supervises all school bus drivers. Each one is

an example of the next level of school personnel you should contact if the staff member
closest to the problem hasnit been able to satisfactorily resolve the difyculty.

Their ability to help will be improved if you share the steps you’ve already taken with
the staff member closest to the problem. Take time to openly share with them the reasons
why you feel uncomfortable dealing directly with the person who is closest to the
situation.

Supervisory personnel will rarely have access to the information they need to be of
immediate assistance and working through them will often require additional time.

Step #3

Talk with the Superintendent of Schools.

Sometimes all the best intentions can’t solve a problem.

When you believe you’ve taken the problem to the next

level but still haven’t achieved a satisfactory outcome, the superintendent of schools is
the next place to go.

Part of the Superintendent’s job requires attendance at area-wide meetings outside the
district. As a consequence, a meeting with the Superintendent will probably require some
advance planning.

Step #4

Contact your school board members after other means have been
tried.

School board members are elected to represent the interest of all parents and district
residents; therefore, you should always feel free to tell them your point of view.

School board members do not, however, have direct authority in day-to-day operations.

All authority is the result of ofycial actions by a majority of the board at meetings open
to the public.

The board’s primary responsibility is to make policies that guide the school district. Any
change in policy requires two readings at two separate public meetings; a procedure that
often takes two or more months.

Some policy changes may require substantial public input and consultation with the
school district’s attorney. These requirements often increase the time required for the
board to make a response. So, when should a board member be contacted and what can
they do?

When to Contact a Board Member:

A After other means to solve a problem have been tried.

A When a policy is being enforced but you believe it results in bad consequences.
A~ When you believe a policy isnit being enforced.

A When policies or procedures are not enforced fairly for all.

A board member may take one or all of the following actions:

A Informally discuss the issue with the superintendent or other administrators to
consider whether policies or rules would be changed.

A Request that the board review the speciyc policies that relate to the situation.

A Propose new policies for the boardds consideration.

Unfairness, misunderstanding, hurt feelings, and conpicts are experiences common to us
all. When children experience these problems at school it causes difyculty not only for
the children, but also for parents, and school staff. How to successfully solve

problems at school is what this guide is all about.

Individuals or groups who wish to place an item on the agenda should do so by contacting

Requests should include name, address, phone number, organization represented, purpose
of the presentation and pertinent background information. To be included on a Monday
night agenda, request must reach the secretary by noon on the previous Wednesday. See
the form included with this information.

When You Address the Board

Please stand and state your name, address, and the organization you represent. The school
board secretary, Tina Snyder, also appreciates receiving a printed copy of the remarks or
materials you present.

If You Have a Questions About the Schools

Citizens with questions about the operation of the schools are encouraged to yrst contact
the teacher or staff member closest to the situation. The next step is to communicate with
the building administrator. Then, if necessary, concerns can be brought to the attention of
the superintendent. Thereafter, the board may address unresolved concerns.

Board Members Serve You

Members of the board are elected for four-year terms. They receive no pay for their
services. Your board has complete and ynal control over local school matters within limits
set by laws and regulations. The board is a policy-making body whose decisions are
carried out by school administrators. The board functions as a whole, and its authority lies
within the will of its majority. No board member has the power to act independently.

Regular Meetings

There shall be one regular meeting each month held in the Cardinal High School Library.
Special meetings may be called to conduct business, which cannot be deferred until the
next regular session. For your convenience, a sign-in sheet and copies of the meeting
agenda are available at the door of the board meeting room.

Formal action on an agenda item demands that a quorum (at least four members) be
present.

Prior to each meeting, the agenda is delivered to board members, administrators,
employees’ associations, and area mass media.

Ofycial action can be taken only in open session. However, with appropriate public notice,
executive (closed) sessions may be conducted to allow the board to consider matters listed
in lowa law. Conydential or personnel matters, negotiations, strategy current or imminent
lawsuits, and some real estate purchases are among the items, which may be discussed in
executive sessions.

It is
very helpful for teachers to meet with parents to discuss the
educational progress of students. There is great beneyt to
working together with parents for what is best for students.
